and the need for patience to let our coalition get the best lease conditions and the 
most advantageous monetary deal. 
 
A question and answer period will be held after all 4 presentations. This is the 
perfect opportunity to have any of your questions answered to educate yourselves 
on what is really happening in our area.

Our coalition which now has more the 8000 acres in its membership can only get 
stronger when everyone understands what is happening Our strength is in sticking 
together and continuing to grow into even a stronger group.

bit more patient and do their homework…and that 5-figure per acre bonuses 
($10,000 per acre or more) and royalties at or above 18% are just around the 
corner for this area.”
